Personal	Information	Provided	by	You.	The	personal	information	that	we	collect	depends	on	the	context	of	your	interactions	with	us	and	the	Services,	the
choices	you	make,	and	the	products	and	features	you	use.

Log	and	Usage	Data.	Log	and	usage	data	is	service-related,	diagnostic,	usage,	and	performance	information	our	servers	automatically	collect	when	you

access	or	use	our	Services	and	which	we	record	in	log	files.	Depending	on	how	you	interact	with	us,	this	log	data	may	include	your	IP	address,	device

information,	browser	type,	and	settings	and	information	about	your	activity	in	the	ServicesÂ	(such	as	the	date/time	stamps	associated	with	your	usage,

pages	and	files	viewed,	searches,	and	other	actions	you	take	such	as	which	features	you	use),	device	event	information	(such	as	system	activity,	error

reports	(sometimes	called	"crash	dumps"),	and	hardware	settings).

We	process	your	personal	information	for	a	variety	of	reasons,	depending	on	how	you	interact	with	our	Services,	including:

To	facilitate	account	creation	and	authentication	and	otherwise	manage	user	accounts.Â	We	may	process	your	information	so	you	can	create

and	log	in	to	your	account,	as	well	as	keep	your	account	in	working	order.

To	request	feedback.Â	We	may	process	your	information	when	necessary	to	request	feedback	and	to	contact	you	about	your	use	of	our	Services.

To	protect	our	Services.	We	may	process	your	information	as	part	of	our	efforts	to	keep	our	Services	safe	and	secure,	including	fraud	monitoring	and

prevention.

In	Short:Â	We	only	process	your	personal	information	when	we	believe	it	is	necessary	and	we	have	a	valid	legal	reason	(i.e.,	legal	basis)	to	do	so	under
applicable	law,	like	with	your	consent,	to	comply	with	laws,	to	provide	you	with	services	to	enter	into	or	fulfill	our	contractual	obligations,	to	protect	your	rights,
or	to	fulfill	our	legitimate	business	interests.
